closing AAT and terminating AAT employees it will recognize expenses in 2006 of approximately $6.0 to $8.0 million, including approximately
(i) $4.8 to $6.1 million relating to employee termination costs; (ii) $0.9 to $1.3 million relating to termination of leases and other contracts; and
(iii) $0.3 to $0.6 million relating to disposition and abandonment of assets. The Company estimates its total cash charges in connection with
closing AAT and terminating ATT employees will be approximately $2.3 million.
