Lucent Technologies Inc. issued a press release on March 17, 2004 regarding its settlement with the Securities and
Exchange Commission, announcing the following:

     �Lucent Technologies (NYSE: LU) said today that the company has been informed by the staff of the Securities and
Exchange Commission (SEC) that it now intends to recommend that the settlement with Lucent require the payment
of a $25 million penalty. The staff has also indicated that the other terms of its earlier agreement in principle, which
was announced on Feb. 27, 2003, will remain in place. As part of the expected settlement, Lucent will not be required
to make any financial restatements.

     The staff made it clear that the penalty is not based on any additional violations of law, but on what the staff
considered Lucent�s lack of cooperation during the investigation and certain actions taken by the company subsequent
to the agreement in principle.

     Lucent said it is disappointed by the staff�s position, but the company decided its best course is to put this matter
behind it. Without admitting or denying any liability, the company has agreed to make the payment.

     Any settlement remains subject to final approval by the Commission. The company said it would have no further
comment at this time.�
